Umur (oo-moor) = age, years old 

Dari (da-ree) = from 

Mana (ma-na) = where 

Apakah (a-pa-kah) = Used in questions where generally a yes/no answer is expected. 

Berapa (be-ra-pa) = How many? (Used to ask questions where the answer is a number) 

Permisi (per-mee-see) = excuse me (such as when interrupting) 

Maaf (ma-‘af) = sorry (apology) 

Mau (mow) rhymes with ‘cow’ = want 

Ini (ee-nee) = this 

Itu (ee-too) = that 

Sudah (soo-dah) = already 

Belum (bel-oom) = not yet 

Sini (see-nee) = here 

Sana (sa-na) = there 

Di (dee) = in / at 

Ke (ke) the e is almost silent = to 

Suka (soo-ka) = to like 

Bicara (bee-cha-ra) = speak 

Bahasa (ba-ha-sa) = language 

Jalan (ja-lan) = road / street
